However, it is the responsibil-

ity of all nurses to keep track 

of their certification  date and 

submit their renewal docu-

ments in a timely manner.   

Renewal applications are due 

at least three (3) months be-

fore certification expiration 

date.   

 

The renewal process is some-

what time consuming as there 

are requirements for both 

practice hours and profes-

sional development.  The 

professional development 

section has six categories; all 

candidates must complete 

two of the six categories.   

 

Categories one through five 

may be doubled to fulfill the 

professional development 

For instance, 75 continuing 

education hours are required; 

the requirement can be com-

pleted if a person completes 

150 continuing education 

hours.   

 

Also a minimum of 51% (37.5 

hours) of the 75 continuing 

education hours MUST be 

directly related to full scope of 

your certification role and 

specialty. 

 

Make sure you renew your 

certification on time!! 

 

For those that were among 

the first to become certified 

as a Pain Management Nurse 

by the American Nurses Cre-

dentialing Center (ANCC), 

time is soon approaching for 

you to renew your certifica-

tion.   The renewal period for 

renewal for this certification is 

five years. 

 

The American Nurses Creden-

tialing Center (ANCC) website 

provides all information 

needed in order to  complete 

the renewal application.  Com-

munications are sent out six 

months in advance of the 

certification expiration date by 

traditional letter, postcard 

reminders , as well as emails 

as a reminder of the certifica-

tion expiration date.   
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The Northern Virginia Local 

Chapter of the ASPMN pre-

sented our first community 

presentation, òPain 101:
